Feast Day: July 11
Born: 480 :: Died: 547

St. Benedict was born in Italy. Coming from a ritddian family, his life was full of adventure
and wonderful events. As a boy, he was sent to Romtudy in the public schools but was
troubled by the bad behavior of the other studéfftsen he was a young man, he became
disgusted with the terrible lifestyle of pagan RofRemans who believed in false gods).
Benedict left the city and went looking for a placieere he could be alone with God. He
found the right spot. It was a cave in the mountdiBubiaco. Benedict spent three years thg
alone. The devil often tempted him to go back tortih home and easy life. But Benedict
prayed and did penance and did not give in to thesptations.

Benedict became the leader of many good monkstatted twelve monasteries. Then he
went to Monte Cassino where he built his most watiwn monastery. It was here that St.
Benedict wrote the wonderful rules for the Bened&brder. He taught his monks to pray anu

work hard. He taught them especially to be humhiegs. Benedict and his monks greatly helped trogpjeeof
their times. They taught them how to read and wtitev to farm, and how to work at different trad8s.
Benedict was able to do good because he pray#ukaiime.
